For each book you 
have read, you will receive a bonus raffle ticket to win one of the fabulous prize baskets that will be on display in the Teen 
Center during the summer. For every 10 books you have logged online, you will be eligible to select a paperback book that 
is yours to keep. (No boxed sets, full series, textbooks, or technical manuals. The retail price of the book may not exceed $10, 
limit of 4 prizes per person). The last day to log your books is Thursday, August 17. At the end of the summer, we will have a 
list in the Teen Center of those that have read the most books. You must be entering grades 6 - 12 and have a valid Port 
Jefferson Free Library card to sign up for programs in the Teen Department. In addition, you must be registered for the 
Summer Reading Program in order to attend any of the programs held at the Teen Center during the summer. Simply go to 
the library’s website and click on the summer reading club link to sign up, visit the Teen Center, or call us for more information.
